Teacher’s notes
· If you use this lesson as a supplementary to the topic of travelling, you might want to start the class with asking your students questions like: Have you ever travelled abroad? How far? Do you have a dream destination? What is it and why? Eliciting their answers, you can then lead them to the books about travelling and attract their attention to the book cover on the first page of the material.

· or, if you are going to talk about books, language and (may be) humor, you could ask your students about their favorite books, what they like/ don’t like about modern literature, etc. 
1. Start with the 1st page of the material. Ask your SS to do the tasks 1-3 individually or in groups/pairs. Then you can check as a whole class or show them the KEY. 

2. Get your SS to discuss question 4 at the bottom of the page, as well as the question about the vocabulary they’d like to remember. You might want to attract learners’ attention to thought-provoking, rye sense of humor, good-natured, open mind, etc. 
3. Proceed to the text on the next 2 pages. 1st ask your students to go through the text quickly and to do the task 1 (p.2). Student can work individually on this task.  
4.  Cut the last page into cards and distribute them among your students. If you have less than 7 students in your group, some SS will get more than one card. Ask them to do task 2 (p.3). Let your SS have enough time to analyze the text. Make them not only match the parts of the text but also to explain why they think so. Don’t tell what is right or wrong before everybody has made and justified their choice. 
Key for page 1
Here is another one of Bryson`s highly amusing, sometimes rude, but always thought-provoking non-traditional travel books. This book explores his random travels throughout Europe, and, once again, he manages to expose the quirks of other countries with a rye sense of humor while at the same time making fun of his own crude American gaffes in each city he visits. If you`ve ever been to Europe you will enjoy Bryson`s good-natured expose of a wide variety of European stereotypes: the pervasive overall rudeness of the French and the Swiss; the orderly stinginess of the Germans; the reckless noisiness of the Italians, etc. Bryson also explores numerous Scandinavian cities, and countries that are lesser known to the average American. I would recommend this book to anyone who has the urge to venture forth into the great expanse of Europe as long as they keep an open mind and a full (and well hidden) wallet.

Neither Here Nor There: Travels in Europe is a 1991 humorous travelogue by American writer Bill Bryson. It documents the author's tour of Europe in 1990, with many flash-backs to two summer tours he made in 1972 and 1973 in his college days. 

Bryson's trip begins in the winter, in Hammerfest, Norway, where Bryson's goal is to see the Northern Lights. He visits numerous locations throughout Europe, commenting on the various aspects of life in different parts of Europe, and comparing them to how he experienced them in his earlier visits. The book ends with Bryson reaching Istanbul, Turkey, and contemplating on how the city is the gateway to Asia, even considering continuing his tour.

Unlike Bryson's later books, Neither Here Nor There is marked by his solo observations; he does not seem to engage locals in conversation in his travels, nor is there as much detailed research about the history, flora and fauna of the places visited.
